Regarding vehicles, please try to provide an accurate VRM and description of the vehicle. Regarding suspicious
people please try to pass on as much detail as possible around descriptions, time and location. Please also
remember that these suspicious vehicles or people can have very innocent reasons for being somewhere. Please
remember to NEVER put yourself in any danger when obtaining details.
